Students must incomplete a training program according to the Programme Specification. (Curriculum,).
The curriculum is based on the methodology of the educational process for the European Credit Transfer System, which includes: the
study of subjects; introduction of ECTS credits as units of measure for student workload required for mastering the discipline;
application of different scales of assessment while monitoring the success of training, including absolute national scale and rating-
based ECTS scale. Curriculum for Master of Nursing requires two years, and is based on previously obtained educational
qualification of Bachelor of Nursing. The lists of subjects are aligned with their titles in the curricula of medical universities
(faculties) in Europe and USA. The student must complete a training program according to the curriculum, which is at least 120
ECTS credits (1 credit = 30 hours) and includes time for lectures, practical seminars and laboratory exercises, consultations,
internships, independent and individual work, control activities and writing Master's thesis. The structure of the curriculum has two
cycles of training: general training (24 ECTS credits) and professional training (79 ECTS credits), as well as writing master's thesis
(16 ECTS credits) and includes certification (1 credit ECTS).
The study of all subjects is completed by the final control measurements in the form of examinations or graded tests. Examinations
are carried out within terms defined by educational schedule.
Credits are counted towards student’s records in case of successful passing (evaluation criteria are listed in p.4.4) of written or oral
tests or examinations on subjects, term paper defense, practices reports defense, following final certification.

Evaluation of mastering of educational disciplines by students is implemented based on credit-module system. The grade for the
module is determined as sum of daily assessment and grades for final assessment of the module and is presented in the 200-
point scale. The final grade for educational discipline is an average of grades for modules that form the structure of the
discipline and is presented in the 200-point scale. Grades for educational discipline for students who have successfully fulfilled
the program of the discipline, are converted into traditional (national) four-point scale: “Excellent”, “Good”, “Satisfactory™,

Ukraine’s higher education system is regulated by the Constitution of Ukraine, the Laws of Ukraine “On Education”, “On
Higher Education”, “On Scientific, Research and Development Activity”, by ministerial and central government orders, and by
intemational agreements which Ukraine has concluded in complxance with domestic and international law.

Education and training in Ukraine’s higher education system is delivered at the following higher education levels:

- Initial level (short cycle) of higher education, which corresponds to Qualification Level Six in the National Qualifications

- First (bachelor) level of higher education, which corresponds to Qualification Level Seven in the National Qualifications
Framework:
- Second (master) level of higher education, which corresponds to Qualification Level Eight in the National Qualifications

- Third (scientific) level of higher education, which corresponds to Qualification Level Nine in the National Qualifications

- Research level of higher education, which corresponds to Qualification Level Ten in the National Qualifications
Framework.

Antaining higher education at each of these levels requires successful completion of a relevant programme of study
(vocational or academic) or research programme that leads to the award of a relevant higher education degree: junior bachelor:
bachelor; specialist; master; doctor of philosophy.

Junior bachelor is a vocational degree acquired at the initial level of higher education, and is awarded by a higher
education institution upon successful completion by the student of a vocational programme of study comprised of 90-120 ECTS
credits.

Bachelor is a degree acquired at the first level of higher education, and is awarded by a higher education institution upon
successful completion of a professionally oriented bachelor programme comprised of 180-240 ECTS credits. The workload
required for the award of a bachelor degree to a student who is continuing studies after having been awarded a relevant junior
bachelor degree shall be defined by the higher education institution.

Specialist is a normative term of training is provided for a period of 1-1,5 years on the basis of bachelor award; for a
specialist in medical, pharmaceutical, veterinary-medical fields — 5-6 years on the basis of complete general secondary
education. The workload of professional programme for Specialist training on the basis of complete general secondary
education and comprises 300 — 360 ECTS. Graduates who successfully state attestation, receive Diploma of Specialist. For
further practical activity it is obligatory to have post-graduate training according to national qualification requirements.

Master is a degree acquired at the Second level of higher education, and is awarded by a higher education institution upon
successful completion of a relevant academic or professionally oriented programme. Master’s degree is obtained according
professional or scientific programme. A professionally-oriented master programme is comprised of 90-120 ECTS credits;
scientific programme is comprised of 120 ECTS credits.

A Master’s degree in medical, pharmaceutical or veterinary fields is awarded to students who are accepted by a higher
education institution after completion of full general secondary education to a relevant continuous programme of study (i.e. first
and second levels combined) comprised of 300-360 ECTS credits, and is awarded upon its successful completion.

Academic competence according to the educational qualification level of “specialist”, which is being provided by higher
educational institutions and was started prior to enactment of the Law of Ukraine “On Higher Education”, shall be continued
within the time limits of the educational period according to the relevant educational and professional program and shall result
in granting state standardized document on higher education — specialist diploma.

The last admission for the educational qualification level of specialist shall be conducted in 2016.

Higher education according to the educational qualification level of specialist (full higher education) shall be equal to the
degree of Master following the enactment of the Law of Ukraine “On Higher Education™.

A document certifying the award of a higher education (research) degree is issued to a person who has successfully
completed a vocational, professional, academic or research programme, and has passed the attestation requirements of the
relevant programme.

The following types of documents are established to certify higher education (research) degrees at the relevant levels: junior
bachelor diploma; bachelor diploma; master diploma; doctor of philosophy diploma.

The bachelor, master, doctor of philosophy and doctor of sciences diploma are each appended by a Diploma Supplement
produced according to European standards, which provides structured information about the completed course of study.

HEI can submit graduate papers with a state recognized degree only in an accredited programme (specialty). A programme

The responsibility for the national system of quality assurance in Ukraine rests with the Ministry of Education and Science,
Accreditation Commission, the State Inspectorate of HEIs.
